	Homologous Chromosomes

	Sex Chromosomes
	Chromosomes that have genes that determine the sex of an organism.

	

	Autosomes
	Chromosomes that have other genes that do not determine the sex of an organism.

	

	Somatic Cell
	Cells that make up the body. Contains homologous pairs of chromosomes.


	

	Gamete
	Cell that contains half the number of chromosomes of a somatic cell. Used to make a somatic cell.


	

	Zygote
	The first somatic cell created when sperm and egg join together
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
